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Inclusion policy in practice:

WYS Parent:

A trans boy in our community is now of the age where he must move into a gender separated team. In following the policy set forth by your organizations, which (our 
Club) has shared they are required to follow as one of your local clubs, the team organizers are not able to place this kiddo on the team of  their gender without 
government or medical provider issued documentation.

USYS President, Skip Gilbert:

At the end of the day, we’ll defer to each State Association as their policies govern their ecosystem. I can’t speak specifically for WYSA but we are seeing more 
flexibility at the very local/grassroots level where the focus is on allowing all kids to have an equal opportunity to learn the game, develop a passion for it and become 
fans for life. That ultimately is the driving factor for all players regardless of background, gender or skill.

WYS Parent:

We understand that policy review and development takes time. We are glad to know that revisiting your gender inclusion policy is at the forefront of your organization. 
While USYS, state, and local leagues take that time to revisit policies, we urge each of your agencies to:

- work with trans/nonbinary youth and adults in the work you are doing with revisiting gender inclusion policies and practices;
- give expedient and continued attention to training and support for all staff and volunteers around ensuring trans/nonbinary players and their families are 
welcome, safe, and supported at all levels.
